required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Cens

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture plantation, and bog and waste; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings

supplemental to the English column for houses ;
also a column for the average number of

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the Enghsh column

the number of persons to the acre generally; on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those of Emigration, bemg given exclusively

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLL, inclusive.

The County of Antrim* comprises 14 Baronies-the Barony being the Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “Hundred, and recognised

as such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 22 Petty Sessions Districts, and 2 parts of Petty Sessions

Districts. Quarter Sessions are held in Antrim, Ballymena, Ballymoney, and Belfast.

There are 4 Poor Law Unions wholly within the County—Antrim, Ballycastle,
Ballymena, and Larne—and parts of 5, viz. :—Ballymoney, Belfast, Coleraine, Lisburn,
and Lurgan, the remaining portion of which will be found in the adjoining counties.

For the purposes of registration of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union
is termed a “ Superintendent Registrar’s District,” and each Union or Superintendent
Registrar’s District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the medical relief of the
poor under the Poor Law Acts. The Registrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a
certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

The County contains 71 civil Parishes and 8 parts of Parishes, and 1,741 Townlands.

In 1851 the areas of the town and municipal borougli were as in 1841, but the houses in the town increased to 15,005—13,802 inhabited, 1,131 uninhabited, and 72
building ; and tho population to 100,801—46,848 males, and 63,453 females.

INTTIODUCTOBY NOTE.

It has been considered desirable that those of the public who might not require, or be

disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Eeports in their completeness should

have access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may

have a more immediate interest ;
and as in Ireland the County appears to be the most

convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract, the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord

Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County of Armagh; and purpose

giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals as the

progress of the work will permit. The counties are being published in alphabetical

order, beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and

Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country

will allow ;
but as information not collected in Great Britain—with reference to the

Education and Religion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns

for Ireland under the Act of Parliament ;
and as various statistics of local importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census

Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science ;
such special

matter will be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to

all parts of the United Kingdom
;
but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having

reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste ; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,

supplemental to the English column for houses ;
also a column for the average number of

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column for

the number of persons to the acre generally ; on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those ofEmigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLI., inclusive.

It has been considered desirable that those of the public who might not require, or

be disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Reports in their completeness sliou

hare access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may

have a more immediate interest ;
and as in Ireland the County appears to be the most

convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract; the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord

Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County of Cavan ;
and purpose

giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals as the

progress of the work will permit. The counties are being published in alphabetical

order, beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and

Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country

will allow
;
but as information not collected in Great Britain with reference to the

Education and Religion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns

for Ireland under the Act of Parliament; and as various statistics of local importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census

Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science ; such special

matter will be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to

all parts of the United Kingdom
;
but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having

reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,

supplemental to the English column for houses ; also a column for the average number of

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column for

the number of persons to the acre generally ; on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those of Emigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLI., inclusive.

' The County of Cavan* comprises 8 Baronies-—the Barony being the Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “ Hundred,” and recognised

as such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 13 Petty Sessions Districts, and 5 parts of Petty Sessions

Districts. Quarter Sessions are held in Bailieborough, Ballyconnell, Cavan, and Cootehill.

The County (which has no Parliamentary Borough) includes 3 Townships—Belturbet,

Cavan, and Cootehill.

There are 2 Poor Law Unions wholly within the County—Bailieborough and

Cavan—and pcivts of 6, viz. :—Bawnboy, Cootehill, Enniskillen, Granard, Kells, and

Oldcastle, the remaining portion of which will be found in the adjoining counties.

For the purposes of registration of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union

is termed a “ Superintendent Registrar’s District,” and each Union or Superintendent

Registrar’s District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the medical relief of the

poor under the Poor Law Acts. The Registrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a

certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

The County contains 29 . civil Parishes and 7 parts of Parishes, .and 1,987 Townlands.

INTRODUCTORY NOTE.

It has been considered desirable that those of the public who might not require, or be
disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Reports in their completeness should
have access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may
have a more immediate interest

; and as in Ireland the County appears to be the most
convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract, the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord
Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County of Donegal ; and purpose
giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals as the
progress of the work will permit. The counties are being published in alphabetical order,

beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country
will allow

; but as information not collected in Great Britain—with reference to the

Education and Religion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns
for Ireland under the Act of Parliament

;
and as various statistics of local importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census
Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science, such special

matter will be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to
all parts of the United Kingdom

; but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having
reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above
the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,
supplemental to the English column for houses

; also a column for the average number of
persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column for
the number of persons to the acre generally

; on the other hand, the statistics apper-
taining to Religion and Education, as also those of Emigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLL, inclusive.

The County of Donegal* comprises 8 Baronies—the barony being the Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “ Hundred,” and recognised

as such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 26 Petty Sessions Districts, and 1 part of a Petty Sessions

District. Quarter Sessions are held in Buncrana, Carndonagh, Glenties, Donegal,
Letterkenny, and Lifford.

* The County returns two Members to Parliament.

The County (which has no Parliamentary Borough) includes 2 Townships—Bally-

shannon and Letterkenny.

There are 7 Poor Law Unions wholly within the County—Donegal, Dunfanaghy,

Glenties, Inishowen, Letterkenny, Milford, and Stranorlar—and parts of 3, viz. Bally-

shannon, Londonderry, and Strabane, the remaining portion of which will be found in

the adjoining counties.

For the purposes of registration of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union

is termed a “ Superintendent Registrar’s District,” and each Union or Superintendent

Registrar’s District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the Medical Relief of the

poor under the Poor Law Acts. The Registrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a

certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

The County contains 49 civil Parishes and 3 parts of Parishes, and 2,638 Townlands.

INTRODUCTORY NOTE.

It has been considered desirable that those of the public who might not require, or be

disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Reports in their completeness should

have access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may

have a more immediate interest ;
and as in Ireland the County appears to be the most

convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract, the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord

Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County of Down; and purpose

giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals as the

progress of the work will permit. The counties are- being published in alphabetical

order, beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and

Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country

will allow; but as information not collected in Great Britain—with reference to the

Education and Religion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns

for Ireland under the Act of Parliament ;
and as various statistics oflocal importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census

Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science ;
such special

matter will be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to

all parts of the United Kingdom ; but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having

reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste
;
a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,

supplemental to the English column for houses ; also a column for the average number ot

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column for

the number of persons .to the acre generally ;
on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those ofEmigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLI., inclusive.

The County of Down* comprises 14 Baronies—the barony being the Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “ Hundred,” and recognised as

such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 26 Petty Sessions Districts and 2 parts of Petty Sessions

Districts. Quarter Sessions are held in the Borough of Belfast and in the Towns of

Banbridge, Downpatrick, Hillsborough, Newtownards, and Newry.

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The County includes 1 Parliamentary Borough—Downpatrick, and parts of 3

Comber and Donaghadee—of more than 2,000 inhabitants, but not under Local Govern-

ment.

There are 3 Poor Law Unions wholly within the County—Downpatrick, Kilkeel,

and Newtownards—and parts of 5 Unions, viz. :—Banbridge, Belfast, Lisburn, Lurgan,

and Newry, the remaining portions of which are to be found in the adjoining counties.

For the purposes of registration- of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union

is termed a “ Superintendent Begistrar’s District,” and each Union or Superintendent

Kegistrar’s District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the Medical Belief of the

poor under the Poor Law Acts. The Begistrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a

certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

The County contains 64 civil Parishes and 6 parts of Parishes, and 1,258 Townlands.

T

he plan of classification in tho foregoing Table is the same as that adopted in former Censuses, and may be thus described:

—

The value or condition of a house, as to its quality, may be considered to depend mainly on—
1st, its extent, as shown by the number of rooms : 2nd, its quality, as shown by the number of its windows; and 3rd, its solidity or durability, as shown by

the material of its walls and roof. If numbers be adopted to express the position of every house in a scale of each of these elements, and if the numbers

thus obtained for every house be added together, a new series of numbers will be produced, giving the position of eacli house in a scale-compounded of all

the elements, i.e., their actual state.

Four classes have been adopted, and the result is, that in the lowest of tho four classes are comprised houses having only one room and window ; in tho third a better

description of house, varying from two to four rooms and windows ; in the second, what might be considered a good farm house, having from live to nine

rooms and windows ; and in the first class all houses of a belter description than the preceding. Tho fourth class has, for the first time, on this occasion been

divided so as to exhibit the number of mud cabins (a description of dwelling which is rapidly disappearing from the country), as distinguished from small

cottages built of brick or stone.

The accommodation which the houses afford has also been arranged under four classes, viz. :

—

First Class accommodation consisting of 1st class houses, occupied by one family.

Second Class accommodation consisting of 2nd class houses, nccui>ied by one family, or of 1st class houses, occupied by two or three families.

Third Class accommodation comprising 3rd class houses, with one family each, or 2ud class houses, with two or three families, or 1st class houses occupied by

four or five families.

Fourth Class accommodation includes all 4th class houses, 3rd class houses with more than one family, 2nd class houses with four or more families, and 1st

class houses inhabited by six or more families.

INTRODUCTORY NOTE.

It has been considered desirable that those of the public who might not require, or

be disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Reports in their completeness should

have access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may

have a more immediate interest ; and as in Ireland the County appears to be the most

convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract; the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord

Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County of Fermanagh ;
and purpose

giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals as the

progress of the work will permit. The counties are being published in alphabetical

order, beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and

Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country

will allow ; but as information not collected in Great Britain—with reference to the

Education and Religion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns

for Ireland under the Act of Parliament; and as various statistics of local importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census

Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science ;
such special

matter will be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to

all parts of the United Kingdom ; but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having

reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,

supplemental to the English column for houses ; also a column for the average number of

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column -for

the number of persons to the acre generally ;
on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those of Emigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLI., inclusive.

The County of Fermanagh* comprises 8 Baronies-—the Barony being tne Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “ Hundred,” and recognised

as such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 1 1 Petty Sessions Districts, and 8 parts of Petty Sessions

Districts. Quarter Sessions are held in Clogher, Enniskillen, and Xewtown butler.

For the purposes of registration of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union

is termed a “ Superintendent Registrar’s District,” and each Union or Superintendent

Registrar’s District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the medical relief of the

poor under the Poor Law Acts. - The Registrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a

certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

INTRODUCTORY NOTE.

It has been considered desirable tbat tbose of the public who might not require, or be
disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Reports in their completeness should
have access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may
have a more immediate interest

; and as in Ireland the County appears to be the most
convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract, the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord
Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County and City of Londonderry ;

and
purpose giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals

as the progress of the work will permit. The counties are being published in alphabetical

order, beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and
Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country

will allow ; but as information not collected in Great Britain—with reference to the

Education and Religion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns

for Ireland under the Act of Parliament
; and as various statistics of local importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census-

Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science, such special

matter wall be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to

all parts of the United Kingdom
;
but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having

reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste
; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,

supplemental to the English column for houses
; also a column for the average number of

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column for

the number of persons to the acre generally; on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those of Emigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLI., inclusive.

The County of Londonderry* comprises 6 Baronies—the barony being the Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “ Hundred,” and recognised

as such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 14 Petty Sessions Districts. Quarter Sessions are held in

Coleraine, Londonderry, Magherafelt, and Newtown Limavady.

The County returns two Members to Parliament, and the Boroughs of Londonderry and Coleraine, one
each.

For the purposes of registration of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union

is termed a “ Superintendent Registrar’s District,” and each Union or Superintendent

Registrars District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the Medical Relief of the

poor under the Poor Law Acts. The Registrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a

certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

The County contains 34 civil Parishes and 12 parts of Parishes, and 1,252 Townlands.

INTRODUCTORY NOTE.

It has been considered desirable that those of the public who might not require, or be

disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Reports in their completeness should

have access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may

have a more immediate interest ;
and as in Ireland the County appears to be.the most

convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract, the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord

Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County of Monaghan ; and purpose

giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals as the

progress of the work will permit. The counties are being published in alphabetical

order, beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and

Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country

will allow ; but as information not collected in Great Britain—with reference to the

Education and Keligion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns

for Ireland under the Act of Parliament ;
and as various statistics oflocal importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census

Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science
;
such special

matter will be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to

all parts of the United Kingdom ; but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having

reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste ; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,

supplemental to the English column for houses ; also a column for the average number ot

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column for

the number of persons to the acre generally ;
on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those ofEmigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLI., inclusive.

The County of Monaghan* comprises 5 Baronies—the barony being the Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “Hundred,” and recognised as

such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 8 Petty Sessions Districts and 1 part of a Petty Sessions

District. Quarter Sessions are held in Castleblayney and Monaghan.

The County (which has no Parliamentary Borough) includes 4 Townships—Ballybay,

Carrickmacross, Castleblayney, and Clones, and 1 town—Monaghan—under the Act 9

Geo. IV., cap. 82.

There are 2 Poor Law Unions wholly within the County—Carrickmacross and

Monaghan —and parts of 5; viz. : — Castleblayney, Clogher, Clones, Cootehill, and

Dundalk, the remaining portions of which will be found in the adjoining counties.

For the purposes of registration of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union

is termed a “ Superintendent Registrar’s District,” and each Union or Superintendent

Registrar’s District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the Medical Relief of the

poor under the Poor Law Acts. The Registrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a

certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

The County contains 17 civil Parishes and 6 parts of Parishes, and 1,850 Townlands.

It has been considered desirable that those of the public who might not require, or

be disposed to purchase the Census Abstracts and Reports in their completeness should

have access at a small cost to the statistics of the Territorial Division in which they may
have a more immediate interest

; and as in Ireland the County appears to be the most

convenient and familiar area for which the principal particulars should be afforded in

abstract; the Census Commissioners, with the approval of His Excellency the Lord

Lieutenant, present the following Tables for the County of Tyrone
; and purpose

giving similar Tables from time to time, for each County, at such intervals as the

progress of the work will permit. The counties are being published in alphabetical

•order, beginning with the Province of Leinster, followed by Munster, Ulster, and

•Connaught.

The Irish Tables are presented in as close conformity of frame and sequence with the

•corresponding Tables for England and Scotland, as the circumstances of each country

will allow
; but as information not collected in Great Britain—with reference to the

Education and Religion of the People—is included among other matters, in the Returns

for Ireland under the Act of Parliament; and as various statistics of local importance not

required in the Returns for Great Britain have always been presented in the Irish Census

Publications, or are now suggested by the advance of statistical science ; such special

matter will be found included occasionally in the same Tables with statistics common to

all parts of the United Kingdom
; but more generally given in distinct Tables, as having

reference to wholly independent heads of information.

Thus in Table I. of the following series, there will be found for Ireland, over and above

the matter in the English Return, columns for the subdivision of land under tillage,

pasture, plantation, and bog and waste; a column for out-offices and farm-steadings,

supplemental to the English column for houses
; also a column for the average number of

persons to an acre of arable and pasture land, supplemental to the English column for

the number of persons to the acre generally ; on the other hand, the statistics apper-

taining to Religion and Education, as also those of Emigration, being given exclusively for

Ireland, are in most instances presented apart, as from Tables XXXI. to XLI., inclusive.

The County of Tyrone* comprises 8 Baronies—the Barony being the Territorial

Division in Ireland most nearly analogous to the English “ Hundred,” and recognised

as such by the Irish Census Report for 1821, page x.

There are in the County 19 Petty Sessions Districts, and 4 parts of Petty Sessions

Districts. Quarter Sessions are held in Clogher, Dungannon, Omagh, and Strabane.

The County includes 1 Parliamentary Borough—Dungannon—2 Townships, Aughna-

cloy and Cookstown—and 2 Towns, Omagh and Strabane, under the Act 9, Geo. IV.,

cap. 82.

There are 5 Poor Law TJmons wholly within the County—Castlederg, Cookstown,

Dungannon, Gortin, and Omagh—and parts of 5, viz.:—Armagh, Clogher, Enniskillen,

Irvinestown, and Strabane,. the remaining portions of which will be found in the

adjoining counties.

For the purposes of registration of births, deaths, and marriages, the Poor Law Union

is termed a “ Superintendent Registrar’s District,” and -each Union or Superintendent

Registrar’s District is divided into Dispensary Districts for the medical relief of the

poor under the Poor Law Acts. The Registrar’s District, save in a few instances, is

identical with the Dispensary District. Each Dispensary District is composed of a

certain number of Poor Law Electoral Divisions.

The County contains 30 civil Parishes and 13 parts of Parishes, and 2,161 Townlands.
